The Donald L. “Don” Conover Scholarship of the Hawaii Chapter of the American Guild of Organists is open to any Hawaii resident who is interested in learning how to play the organ and needs some financial assistance.  Awards of $500 for first year recipients and $250 awards for second and third year recipients in the form of tuition credits for half the cost of private organ lessons may be made by the scholarship screening committee.  Awards for the second or subsequent years to a student may not be available due to limited availability of funds or other reasons.  Application forms may be downloaded from the Hawaii Chapter AGO’s web site www.agohawaii.org and submitted by April 30.  Auditions are held in May.  Awards are announced during the summer.  Organ instructors must be members of the Hawaii Chapter of the American Guild of Organists in good standing.  One of the aims of this scholarship is to encourage young students to study the organ.  Award preferences will be given to students between Grades 1-12.  
The Donald L. “Don” Conover Scholarship was established in 1991 from cash gifts to celebrate AGO member Don Conover’s 50th birthday.  Donations from members and friends of the chapter, as well as the offerings from The Midsummer Night’s Organ Concert held each year by Central Union Church and The Young Organist Recital at The Lutheran Church of Honolulu, support this scholarship fund.
